EYFS and KS1 (FS1 to Year 2)

the Multi-purpose Hall for presentation.

e 8:30-9:00 AM: Parents return to class to be with their children, meet the teacher and
ask questions specific to their child.

This gentle start allows our younger pupils to settle in smoothly and begin building confidence
in their new environment.

KS2 (Years 3-6)

e 8:00-8:30 AM: Arrival and welcome in classrooms. Opportunity for parents to meet
Class Teacher, ask questions specific to their child.

e 8:30-9:00 AM: Parents come to the Multi-purpose Hall for presentation, before
returning to collect children from class.

Secondary Pupils (Years 7-12)

e 7:50-8:00 AM: Arrival at Secondary Reception
e 8:00 AM onwards: Transition to Drama Room for a welcome talk, school tour, and
transition to classrooms to meet form tutors.

This programme has been designed to ensure that all our secondary pupils, especially those
new to Capital School, feel confident, connected, and ready to begin the term with a strong
sense of belonging.

existing and new pupils)

e From Saturday 30th Aug onwards — 7:00 AM to 3:30 PM (six days per week, closed
on Fridays) (open to both existing and new pupils)

To ensure the process runs smoothly, additional members of staff will be available to assist you
in purchasing the correct items.

If for any reason you are unable to access the shop before the start of term, please be assured
that your child may wear black or dark blue smart trousers with a plain white, blue or black
t-shirt or polo shirt.
